Mold Experiments

1. Think of a question about mold (such as will mold grow faster on a dry piece of bread or a piece of bread sprayed with water?) You can only have 1 variable! (examples: light vs. dark, cold vs. room temp, wet vs. dry, topping vs. no topping, store-bought vs. homemade, clean vs. dirty [ie wiped across a dirty floor], etc.) 
2. Get your question approved by your parents AND Katie!
3. Next you will gather the materials you’ll need. These will include:
· 2 clean glass jars of similar size (they don’t have to be identical) with the original tightly fitting lids.
· Whatever items you’re planning to mold
(Katie can help you with cutting, spreading or topping your item)
4. Bring everything to school on your next science day. We can label your jars here.
